Teachers College (now Winston-Salem State University). He later earned a
Master of Arts Degree in Elementary Education from Seton Hall University in
1962 and a Doctor of Education Degree in Administration and Supervision
from Rutgers University in 1977. Dr. Wright had a successful career as an
educator, ascending from Teacher to Principal to Superintendent. He worked
in Newark Public Schools in New Jersey and Richland District One and
Orangeburg School Districts in South Carolina.
